 File an acre certification (FSA-578) either
timely or meeting all late filed provisions,
according to 2-CP, for all grazing land for
which a loss Is being claimed upon.
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To be considered eligible covered livestock, livestock
must meet all of the following conditions:

e Be grazing animals such as weaned adult and
nonadult beef cattle, adult and nonadult _
beefalo/buffalo/bison, adult and nonadult dairy
cattle, alpacas, deer, elk, emus, equine, goats,
llamas, reindeer or sheep

* Does not include unweaned livestock or animals not meeting
the definition of a grazing animal
